✨ Cereal Box Directions
You must complete ALL 6 sides of the cereal box.

🟧 FRONT OF THE BOX
Include:
· The title: James and the Giant Peach
· The author’s name: Roald Dahl
· A colorful picture of the giant peach
· At least 3 main characters
· A catchy cereal slogan
Example slogans:
· “A Peachy Adventure in Every Bite!”
· “The Sweetest Journey Ever!”
· “Crunch Into Adventure!”

🟦 RIGHT SIDE OF THE BOX
Story Summary
Write a paragraph (5–8 sentences) explaining:
· Who the main character is
· What problem happens
· Important events
· How the story ends
Do NOT copy from the book.
Use your own words.

🟩 LEFT SIDE OF THE BOX
Character Section
Choose 3 characters from the story.
For each character include:
· Name
· Picture
· 2–3 describing words
· Why the character is important
Example:
James
· Brave
· Kind
· Curious

🟥 BACK OF THE BOX
Fun Activity Section
Choose ONE:
Option 1: Puzzle
Create:
· Word search
· Crossword
· Maze
· Trivia questions
Option 2: Advertisement
Create an advertisement convincing people to read the book.
Include:
· Why it is exciting
· Your favorite part
· A rating out of 5 stars

🟨 TOP OF THE BOX
Setting & Theme
Include:
· Where the story takes place
· When it takes place
· The main theme or lesson of the story

Examples of themes:
· Friendship
· Courage
· Never giving up
· Teamwork
Add a small illustration.

⬜ BOTTOM OF THE BOX
Favorite Scene
Draw and color your favorite scene from the story.
Then write:
· What is happening
· Why it is your favorite part
Write at least 3–5 sentences.

🎨 Picture Requirements
Your cereal box must include:
· Colorful illustrations
· At least 5 pictures total
· Neat coloring
· Pictures connected to the story
You may:
· Draw by hand
· Print pictures
· Use magazine cutouts
